Waxman 1964/65, written by the children in the barracks L 318 and L 417 aged between 10-16 in the National Socialist “model” concentration
camp Theresienstadt. A larger scale performance was planned to mark the 65th anniversary of the establishment of the former Mauthausen
concentration camp on 28.8.2003 and the performance with the biggest audience took place on the Viennese Rathausplatz on 1.9.2003.
